Following a presentation by MidAmerican Energy, Mayor Roberts introduced and read Ordinance #869, “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DAKOTA CITY , NEBRASKA, APPROVING AMENDED NATURAL GAS RATES; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES AND OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; AND PRESCRIBING A TIME WHEN THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BE IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT.”   Moved by Cahill, seconded by Rasmussen, that the rules requiring reading on three separate occasions be suspended.  Roll call vote.  Ayes – Cahill, Larson, and Rasmussen.  Nays – Schovanec.  Motion passed.  
Moved by Larson, seconded by Rasmussen, that Ordinance #869 be approved on this first and final reading.  Ayes -  Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.   Nays – Schovanec.  Motion passed and the Mayor declared the resolution adopted.  

Mr. Rasmussen invited and encouraged the Mayor and Council to participate in an emergency planning meeting to be held at 7:00P.M. on Tuesday, December 15. 2009. in the Council Chambers.

Moved by Cahill, seconded by Larson, that the appointments and designations proposed by the Mayor be approved.  Roll call vote.  Ayes – Larson, Schovanec, Rasmussen, and Cahill.  Nays – None.  Motion passed.
Brian Walker asked the Council regarding status of the claim for sewer backup and was advised of the camera survey being taken by an insurance company.  

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
