Dakota City City Council Meeting Minutes
The Dakota City City Council met in special session on Thursday, August 12, 2010, in the Dakota City City Council Chambers.  Notice of the meeting was given by posting at three separate locations.  Notice was also given to the Mayor and Council.  Availability of the agenda was included in the advanced notice.  Mayor Roberts called the meeting to order at 5:30P.M. with the following members present:  Cahill, Larson, Schovanec and Rasmussen.

Following the pledge of allegiance, the Mayor advised of the availability of the open meetings law and asked that persons, who wish to speak come to the podium, give their name, and direct any questions to the mayor.  No public comments were made. 
Greg Meyer, City Engineer, present information regarding recommend upgrades to the water treatment plant, at an estimated $494,000.  Moved by Larson, seconded by Rasmussen, that the City proceed to solicit bids as appropriate.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Rasmussen, Cahill, Larson, and Schovanec.  Nays-None.  Motion passed

Mr. Meyer also presented information regarding recommended upgrades to the waste water treatment plant, totaling approximately $164,000.  Moved by Larson, seconded by Rasmussen, that the City proceed with soliciting bids as appropriate.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays-None.  Motion approved.  

Graham Forbes, representing the city’s accounting firm, provided background information and recommended that the City finance the costs for the water and waste water treatment plan rehab from cash reserves; with the general fund loaning some monies to the enterprise fund.  Information regarding long term debt was also shared with the Council.
The Council reviewed the draft budget for FY-11.  The City Administrator will meet individually with Council members to address any comments, questions, or suggestions.  The Council will met on Thursday, August 26th, to finalize the budget for publication.

The Mayor advised that he had met with the County (McLarty and  who indicated they were not willing to support a request from the City for termination of the contact for law enforcement services without the required notice.  For that reason, the City would not be in a position to consider options to the current arrangement until April, 2011.  Consensus was that any arrangement will cost significantly more,  The Council did review information regarding a city sales tax as on e option to address those increased costs.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
