Dakota City City Council Meeting Minutes
The Dakota City City Council met in regular session on Thursday, August 7, 2008, in the Dakota City City Council Chambers.  Notice of trhe meeting was given in advance by the posting of the notice at three separate locations in Dakota City.  Notice was given to the Mayor and the Council.  Availability fo the agenda was communicated in the advanced notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council.

Council President Carson called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. noting an excused absence for Mayor Cantrell, who was out of town.  Carson, Cahill, Larson, and Schovanec were present.  Following the pledge of allegiance, President Carson announced the availability of the open meetings law.  

At the public comment portion of the meeting a resident shared her concern that a pitbull dog came into here yard unleashed and that, in attempting to contact the animal control office, she was told he was not in until 8:00 A.M.  President Carson advised of the leash law and that the animal control officer is on call. In addition, the animal control officer will be contacted to request he meet with the owners of the pit bull to advise of the leash law.

Moved by Cahill, seconded by Larson, that the Consent Agenda for August 7th, 2008, be approved.  Said agenda included minutes of the meetings for July 3rd and July 17; acknowledge receipt of reports from animal control, code enforcement and law enforcement; and approval of bills as posted.  Roll call vote.  Ayes – Larson, Schovanec, Cahill, and Carson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Chris Rupp and Tom Dunlap, representing Tyson Foods, presented President Carson with a check in the amount of $2,500, to assist in funding new playground equipment at Cottonwood Cove.

The Council was advised that the notice requesting bids for the back up generator and relay equipment had been published.  The will be a bidders conference at 1:30 P.M. on Thursday, August 21, 2008.  Bids will be opened at 1:30 P.M. on Thursday, August 28, 2008.

Greg Meyer, City Engineer, shared with the Council the results of testing of the deteriorated armor coated streets.  Based on the information, the City will be meeting with Mr. Boyd to plan next steps.

At 6:00 Mr. Carson opened a public hearing to discuss possible improvements at Cottonwood Cove.  A number of persons indicated there support of the project.  No one was opposed.  The public hearing was closed at 6:05 P.M.

Based on the public hearing, it was moved by Carson, seconded by Schovanec, that Resolution 2008-8 be approved.  Said resolution provided documentation of the City’s intent to comply with all requirements for a possible grant from Nebraska Land and Water Conservation.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Carson, Cahill, Larson, and Schovanec.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
The Council discussed options and costs for wages and insurance for city staff.  The general consensus was to continue with the existing insurance coverage, to support the CPI and step pay plan proposed.  For the budget development, the full time position that Gary Olson had will be a part time position.

The Council discussed rates, revenues, and, expenses for waste water treatment and for the water treatment plant.  The council asked that options for a third water supply source and funded for that source be explored.
President Carson recommended that the City continue to blacktop streets where appropriate and suggested that the old City Hall may be an appropriate location for historical items from Dakota City.
