The Mayor then introduced and read Ordinance 874, “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DAKOTA CITY, NEBRASKA AMENDING SECTION 6-44 OF THE DAKOTA CITY MUNICIPAL CODE RELATING TO HOURS OF SALE FOR ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES; PROVIDING PENALTIES ; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; AND PROVIDING A TIME WHEN THIS ORDINANCE SJALL BE IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT.   Moved by Cahill, seconded by Cahill, that Ordinance 874 be adopted on the first reading.  All members voted aye.  Motion passed and the Ordinance was adopted.
There was general discussion regarding closing of the Legion.

Moved by Larson, seconded by Rasmusssen, that Triple D construction demolish the old maintenance 

building at a cost of $3,350 and that the city seek bids for demolition of the old city hall and of the old
water treatment plant/maintenance office.  All persons voted Aye.  Motion passed.

Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Schovance, that the Mayor be authorized to sign the letter approving 
the  budget amendment for lead based testing and that Alloy Specialist be approved as the contractor for 

lead based testing for the city’s rehab program.  All members voted Aye.  Motion passed.
Moved by Schovance, seconded b y Larson, that the City be authorized to seek bids for panel replacement 

of portions of the road in front of Tyson Foods.  All persons voted Aye.  Motion passed.

Moved by Larson, seconded by Schovance, that Resolution 2010-17, be approved.  This resolution

 changes the name of IBP Avenue to Tyson Street.  All persons voted Aye.  Motion passed.
Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Rasmussen, that 21st Street, between Willow and Mulberry, be closed

 from 1:30 to 4:30 on August 14th, .  Said approval is subject to the City of Dakota City being added as 

insured.
