This resolution provides for final payment to L&L Builders, in the amount of $4,423.00, for Phase One of the Dakota City Depot Restoration. Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays-None.  Motion approved.

Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Rasmussen, that Resolution 2009-7 be approved.  This resolution provides that the area platted as Seminary Square in the original plat of the City of Dakota City, Nebraska, be designated and know as “Beermann Park.”  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Larson, Schovanec, Rasmussen, and Cahill.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Rasmussen, that Dakota City recommend approval of the beer garden addition at Club Saratoga.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Cahill, Larson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Larson, seconded by Rasmussen, that the Council go into executive session to discuss possible litigation.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Rasmussen, Cahill, Larson, and Schovanec.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Larson, that the Council come out of executive session.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

It was the consensus of the Council to meet August 13th to discuss budget recommendations for FY 2010.
