Dakota City City Council Meeting Minutes
The Dakota City City Council met in special session on Monday, December 22, 2008.  Notice of the meeting was given in advance by posting of the notice at three separate locations in Dakota City.  Notice of the meeting was also given to the Mayor and Council.  Mayor Roberts called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M., with the following members present:  Cahill, Larson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Following the pledge of allegiance the mayor advised of the availability of the open meetings law.
The Mayor and council reviewed the proposal and the implications of the proposal for water and sewer rates.  Dakota City has not had an increase in rates for water or sewer in twelve years.  While the increase is significant, it averages approximately 2.5 % annually and will allow the city to fund necessary improvements to the systems.
Moved by Larson, seconded by Rasmussen the Resolution 2008-17 be adopted.  The resolution establishes rates and service charges for water and sanitary sewer service, effective February 1. 2009.  Roll call vote:  Ayes- Rasmussen, Cahill, Larson, and Schovanec.  Nays – None.  Motion passed and the resolution was adopted.
Moved by Cahill, seconded by Schovanec, that the background surrounding the rate adjustment be shared with all residents in the utility news letter to be sent out the last week of December, 2008.  Roll call vote:  Ayes-Schovanec, Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays – None.  Motion passed.

It was the consensus of the Mayor and Council that all city employees receive an additional ½ holiday on Wednesday, December 24, 2008.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
