Roll call vote.  Ayes-Lane, Rasmussen, Schovanec, and Carson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.  
Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Carson, that employees received an additional two, one half days of holiday leave in 2010.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Carson, Lane, and Rasmussen.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
The council asked that citations be issued for property at 1125 Olive St. for violation of the city’s  zoning ordinance and for the nuisance violations occuring with the junk surrounding the property.
It was the consensus of the Council to reschedule the volunteer recognition from January 8 to January 22nd, 2011.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
