Dakota City City Council Meeting Minutes
The Dakota City City Council met in regular session on Thursday, December 2nd, 2010.  Notice of the meeting was given in advance by posting of the notice at three separate locations.  Notice was also given to the Mayor and Council.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advanced notices.
Mayor Roberts called the meeting to order at 5:30P.M., with the following members present:  Cahill, Larson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Following the pledge of allegiance, the Mayor advised of the availability of the open meetings act.

During the public comment period, Rean Anderson, Dakota City, his continued concern regarding the structural soundness of the property at 1610 Hickory and that the siding application was in violation of building ordinances.  The Mayor and Council requested that arrangements be made for a second opinion.

Said list included  Robert Peters, City Administrator; Wayne Boyd, City Attorney;  Mike Schmidt, Acting City Attorney; Danny Rager, Street Utility Superintendent; F & M and Iowa Nebraska, Banks; Dakota County Star, Newspaper; and the roster of fire department members.   Roll call vote.  Ayes-Lane, Rasmussen,Schovanec,and Carson.  Nays-None.  Motion approved.
Mayor Roberts then introduced Ordinance 875, ‘ AN ORDINANCEOF THE CITY OF DAKOTA CITY, NEBRASKA  TO AMEND THE COMPREHENSIVE ZONING ORDINANCE ; TO REZONE THE FOLLOWING DESCRIBED RAL ESTATE; TO-WIT; BLOCKS 173 AND 175 OF THE CITY OF DAKOTA CITY, DAKOTA COUNTY, NEBRASKA; FROM THE PRESENT ZONING CLASSIFICATION OF BUSINESS DISTRICT (C-1) TO RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT (R-2); AMENDING THE CITY  ‘”USE AND HEIGHT DISTRICT MAP”; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; AND PROVIDING A TIME WHEN THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BE IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT.”  Moved by Schovancec, seconded by Rasmussen, to waive the rules requiring three separate readings. Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Schovanec, that Ordinance 875 be approved and adopted.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Lane, and Rasmussen.  Nays-None.  Abstain-Carson.       
Mayor Roberts then introduced Ordinance 876, “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DAKOTA CITY, NEBRASKA TO AMEND THE COMPREHENSIVE ZONING ORDINANCE; TO REZONE THE FOLLOWING DESCRIBED REAL ESTATE, TO-WIT; LOTS 1 TO 12 INCLUSIVE, BLOCK 174, OF THE CITY OF DAKOTA CITY, DAKOTA COUNTY, NEBRASKA;  FROMT THE PRESENT ZONING CLASSIFICATION OF BUSINESS DISTRICT (C-1) TO RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT (R-1); AMENDING THE CITY “USE AND HEIGHT DISTRICT MAP’; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; AND PROVIDING A TIME WHEN THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BE IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT. Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Schovanec, that Ordinance 876 be adopted .  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Lane, Rasmussen, and Schovanec.  Nays-None. Abstain- Carson.   Motion approved and the ordinance was adopted.

Mayor Roberts then introduced Ordinance 877, “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DAKOTA CITY, NEBRASKA TO AMEND THE COMPREHENSIVE ZONING ORDINANCE; TO REZONE THE FOLLOWING DESCRIBED REAL ESTATE, TO-WIT;  BLOCK 293 AND OUTLOT 95 OF THE CITY OF DAKOTA CITY, DAKOTA COUNTY, NEBRASKA; FROM THE PRESENT ZONING CLASSIFICATION OF HEAVY INDUSTRAL DISTRICT (I-2) TO RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT (R-02);  AMENDING THE CITY ‘USE AND HEIGHT DISTRICT MAP”; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; AND PROVIDING A TIME WHEN THIS ORDIANCE SHALL BE IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT.  Moved by Carson, seconded by Schovanec, that the rules requiring three separate readings be suspended. Roll call vote. Ayes-Lane, Rasmussen, Schovanec. and Carson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed

Moved by Carson, seconded by Rasmussen, that Ordinance 877 be adopted.   Roll call vote.  Ayes-Rasmussen, Schovanec, Carson, and Lane.  Nays-None.  Motion passed and the ordinance was adopted.
Move by Rasmussen, seconded by Schovanec, that the Volunteer Service Recognition be scheduled for January 8th and that up to $25.00 for each volunteer be approved to cover the cost.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Carson, Lane, and Rasmussen.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Lane, seconded by Rasmussen, that the sewer rate adjustment be credited on billings sent out for January, 2011.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Carson, Lane, Rasmussen.  Nays-Schovanec.  Motion passed.

Moved by Carson, seconded by Rasmussen, that the agreement with Cable One for joint use of poles be approved.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Carson, Lane. Rasmussen and Schovanec.  Nays –None.  Motion passed.
Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Carson, that the council meet in special session on Tuesday, December 7th, at 6:30 P.M. to discuss any action to be taken regarding the proposed roundabout.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Lane, Rasmussen, Schovanec, and Carson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
Bill Wiseman, District 3 Legion Commander, Homer, asked the Council to consider partial payment for the cost of sewer repair at the American Legion in Dakota City.  Moved by Carson, seconded by Schovanec, that the city pay an approximate $2,100 cost for sewer work to be done by Morningside Plumbing at the American Legion.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Rasmussen, Schovanec, Carson, and Lane.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Carson, that the City renew the agreement with the Siouxland Humane Association for animal shelter.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Carson, Lane, and Rasmussen.  

Nays-None.  Motion passed.
Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Schovanec, that Resolution 2010-27 be approved.  This resolution authorizes payment of $17,748 to Ziesler Construction for partial payment of the water treatment plant bypass.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Carson, Lane, Rasmussen, and Schovanec.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Council comments included a new entrance sign for the City to reflect recent annexation, the possibility of audio and/or visual recording of council meetings, and possible annexation for housing.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
