City Council Special Meeting Minutes
The Dakota City City Council met in special session on Tuesday, December 7, 2010, in the Dakota City City Council Chambers.  Notice of the meeting was given in advance by posting of the notice at three seperate locations.  Notice of the meeting was also given to the Mayor and Council.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advanced notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council.
Mayor Roberts called the meeting to order at 6:30P.M., with the following members present:  Carson, Lane, Rasmussen and Schovanec.  Following the pledge of allegiance, the Mayor announced the availability of the open meetings law. No public was present for comments or questions.

Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Schovanec a public hearing be held to solicit comments regarding the proposed roundabout.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Lane, Rasmussen, Schovanec, and  Carson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
At 6:32 P.M. the Mayor opened the public hearing.  Each member of the Council and the Mayor shared the circumstances under which they were opposed to the proposed roundabout.

At 6:40 P.M. Schovanec moved that the public hearing be closed and that a letter be written to the Nebraska Department of Roads noting the City’s opposition to the proposed roundabout and requesting that other alternatives be explored to increase safety at the intersection.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Carson, Lane, Rasmussen, and Schovanec.  Nays-None,  Motion passed.
