Dakota City City Council Meeting Minutes
The Dakota City City Council met in regular session on Thursday, February 3, 2011.   Notices of the meeting had been posted at three separate locations and were given to the Mayor and Council.  Notices included information regarding the availability of an agenda from the Office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Roberts called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. with the following members present: Carson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Following the pledge of allegiance, an attempt to reach Mr. Lane by telephone was unsuccessful. The Mayor then announced the availability of the open meetings law.
LaVonne Schmidt. Dakota City, shared her concern regarding the condition of Olive Street when the street started to unthaw and asked the council consider options to assure the street had a satisfactory base. Various options will be explored for discussion at the next council meeting.
Moved by Carson, seconded by Schovanec, that the consent agenda for February 3, 2011 be approved.   Said agenda included minutes of the meetings of January 6th and January 11, 2011; acknowledge receipt of reports from law enforcement and animal control; and approval of bills as posted. Moved by Carson, seconded by Schovanec, that Resolution 2011-05 be adopted.  Said resolution provides guidance regarding costs authorized by the Council for recognition of services for an employee, volunteer or appointed official  .Roll call vote.  Ayes-Rasmussen, Schovanec, and Carson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

The council asked that residents between the 1600 and 1700 block of Willow be notified of the current consideration to eliminate congestion by establishing no parking on one side of the street.  Resolution 2011-06 is being deferred pending that notification.

Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Rasmussen, that Resolution 2011-07 be approved.  Said resolution provides that council meetings be audio recorded and that the audio record be maintained for six years.

Roll call vote.   Ayes-Carson, Rasmussen, and Schovanec.   Nays-None.   Motion passed.

At 5:45 P.M. Mayor Roberts opened the public hearing on the one and six year street improvement plan to receive comments in support of, opposed to, or neutral, regarding the plan.  No comments were received and the hearing was continued to be opened.

Dakota County Sheriff Klienberg met with the council to discuss the existing contract and perspectives.  He assured the Council that he anticipated a very minimal, if any, increase in the cost of the contract with Dakota City and assured the Council of at least one deputy presence in Dakota City during the day. He was asked to assure enforcement of no atvs in the city.

Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Schovanec, that the audit for Dakota City For FY 2010 be approved.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Rasmussen, Schovanec, and Carson.  Nays – None.  Motion passed.

SIMPCO presented information regarding possible housing programs and were encouraged to proceed with applicable pre-applications. Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Carson, that Resolution 2011-08 be approved.  This resolution provides a “draw down” for SIMPCO for $2,578 for administrative work they have done on the Dakota City housing rehab program.  Roll call vote.   Ayes- Carson, Rasmussen, and Schovanec.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

The Mayor asked for any other comments regarding the proposed one and six year plan and no comments were made.  At 6:20 P.M. Carson moved, seconded by Rasmussen, that the hearing be closed and Resolution 2011-09 be adopted.  Said resolution approves the plan and authorizes the Mayor to sign the resolution.  Ayes-Rasmussen, Schovanec, and Carson.  Nays – None.  Motion passed.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
