The Dakota City City Council met in regular session on Thursday, January 8. 2009, in the Dakota City City Council Chambers. Notice of the meeting was given in advance by posting of the notice at three separate locations in Dakota City.  Notice of the meeting was also given to the Mayor and Council.

Mayor Roberts called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M., with the following members present:  Cahill, Larson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Following the pledge of allegiance, the mayor advised of the availability of the open meetings law.

Moved by Cahill, seconded by Schovanec, that the consent agenda of January 8, 2009, be adopted.  Said agenda included approval of the minutes of December 4 and December 22, 2008, acknowledgement of reports from Animal Control and Law enforcement, and approval of bills as posted. There was extensive discussion of the method for funding paving projects and a couple of requests that the Council consider mandating paving in areas where possible.  The council asked that owners of possible paving districts be contacted to determine their interest.  The hearing was closed at 6:13 P.M. 

Moved by Larson, seconded by Cahill, that Jennifer Rasmussen be appointed to the Dakota City Parks and Recreation Board.  Roll call vote.  Ayes – Cahill, Larson, and Schovanec.  Abstain- Rasmussen.  Motion passed. 

Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Larson, that Resolution 2009-1 be approved.  This resolution approves the one and six year road plan for Dakota City as recommended.  Roll call vote:  Cahill, Larson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Nays – None.  Motion was passed and the resolution adopted.

Moved by Cahill, seconded by Rasmussen, that Resolution 2009-2 be adopted.  This resolution establishes stop signs on the north and southbound traffic on 16th Street and Vine.  Roll call vote.  Ayes – Larson, Schovanec, Rasmussen, and Cahill.  Nays – None.  Motion passed.

There was a discussion of legal options to address recent dumping by Donald Anderson just north of the existing junk yard.  Mr. Boyd, City Attorney will be contacted.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
