Dakota City City Council Special Meeting Minutes

The Dakota City City Council met in special session on Monday, July 19th, 2010, in the Dakota City
City Council Chambers.  Advanced notice of the meeting was published in the Dakota County Star, 
mailed to taxing entities in Dakota County, and posted at three separate locations in Dakota City.  Notice
of the meeting was also given to the Mayor and Council.  The posted notices included the availability of an agenda from the Office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Roberts called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. with the following members present:  Cahill,
Larson, and Schovanec.  Following the pledge of allegiance, the Mayor announced the availability of 
the open meetings law.

Moved by Larson, seconded by Schovanec, that Resolution 2010-14 be approved.  This resolution
identifies a –designated area to be declared to be both blighted and substandard.  Roll call vote:  
Ayes -Schovanec, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays – None.  Motion passed and the resolution was adopted.

Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Cahill, to excuse the absence of Council Member Rasmussen because of required work assignment.  Roll call vote: Ayes – Larson, Schovanec, Cahill. Nayes – None.
 Motion passed.

The Mayor and Council, acting as the Dakota City Community Development Agency, then considered
Resolution 2010-15.  The resolution recommends that the Mayor and City Council adopt the proposed
Dakota City Redevelopment Plan – Phase One.  Roll call Vote:  Ayes – Cahill, Larson, and Schovanec.
Nays – None.  Motion passed and the resolution was adopted.

Mayor Roberts then opened the public hearing at 5:43 P.M. to receive comments for, against, or 
neutral regarding the proposed redevelopment plan.  Response was given to questions asked.  One 
Person expressed concern that some types of industry in the proposed area would lower their property values.

At  5:55 P.M. Larson moved, seconded by Cahill, that the public hearing be closed.  Roll call vote:  Ayes 
Schovanec, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays – None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Larson, seconded by Schovanec, that the following property owned by Jim and Mary Cahill 
Be excluded from the redevelopment area:
a.  E 335.34’ OF N623’OF W1/2SE1/4 EXCEPT TRACT DEEDED TO MO. VALLEY PIPELINE
CO. & LESS 25’ SOLD FOR ROAD & EXCEPT TWO TRACTS SOLD UNPLATTED 8-28-9
3.81 ACRES, AND
b.  PART OF W1/2SE1/4 EAST OF US HWY 77 8-28-9 12.9 ACRES.
Roll call vote.  Ayes – Larson & Schovanec.  Abstain – Cahill.  Mayor Roberts – Aye.  Motion passed.

Moved by Cahill, seconded by Larson, that Resolution 2010-16 be approved.  This resolution approves
The proposed Dakota City Redevelopment Plan – Phase One.  Roll call vote:  Aye – Cahill, Larson, and
Schovanec.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
