Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Cahill, that the City Engineer proceed with obtaining bids for longitudinal drainage between 9th and 10th on Olive Street, at an estimated cost of $ 42,200.  This is a demonstration project to determine if satisfactory drainage can be obtained.  Roll call vote:  Ayes-Rasmussen, Cahill, Larson, and Schovanec.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Cahill, that Crown Productions be granted an exception to the noise permit on July 22nd, 2009, to allow bands to play until 11:00 P.M.  at 214 N. 9th, in Dakota City.  Roll call vote:  Ayes-Schovanec, Rasmussen, Cahill, And Larson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Cahill, seconded by Schovanec, to adopt Resolution 2009-4.  This resolution documents the city’s agreement to comply with all Nebraska Department of Roads laws, rules, and regulations.  Roll call vote:  Ayes- Larson, Schovanec, Rasmussen, and Cahill.  Nays- None.  Motion passed.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
