Dakota City City Council Meeting Minutes

The Dakota City City Council met in regular session on Thursday, July 8, 2010, in the Dakota City City Council Chambers.  Notice of the meeting was given by posting of the advanced notice at three separate locations.  Notice of the meeting was also given to the Mayor and Council.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advanced notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council. 

Mayor Roberts called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. with the following members present:  Cahill, Larson, and Schovanec.  Mr. Rasmussen was present via telephone.

Following the pledge of allegiance, and after discussion regarding options, the Council asked that the city proceed with a possible red tag hearing on property located at 1601 Hickory.  Also deferred for future action was a request from Justin Odell for a variance to an ordinance limiting the distance of a paved driveway from the unpaved street.

Moved by Cahill, seconded by Larson, that Resolution 2010-13 be approved.  This resolution authorizes Paul Nolin to sign LPAICA agreement on behalf of Dakota City.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovancec, Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Larson, seconded by Rasmussen, that action on Ordinance 874 be deferred until bar owners could provide the Council with their desire regarding extended hours.

Dan Rager provided the Council with an update of the progress being made to resolving the water quality issues.

Moved by Larson, seconded by Rasmussen, that the Council go into executive session to discuss personnel issues.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Cahill, Larson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Larson, seconded by Schovanec, that the Council come out of executive session.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Chaill, Larson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Nays-None,  Motion passed.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
