Dakota City City Council Emergency Meeting

The Dakota City City Council met in an emergency session at 7:00 P.M. on Wednesday, June 15, 2011.  Mayor Roberts called the meeting to order with the following members present:  Carson, Lane, Rasmussen, and Schovanec.

Following the pledge of allegiance, the City Engineer and City Administrator updated the council on flood control prevention measures taken to date.

It was the consensus of the Council that , rather than to attempt to “plug and pump”, and because of the limited pumping capacity,  resources would be directed to any storm water drain off or overflow.

Moved by Carson, seconded by Rasmussen, that the City sell 50,000 sand bags to the county at the city’s cost.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Carson, Lane, Rasmussen, and Schovanec.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
