The mayor then introduced and read Ordiance 871A, “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DAKOTA CITY, NEBRASKA, TO AMEND ORDIANCE 871, ADOPTED ON APRIL 30, 2010; AND TO ANNEX THE REAL ESTATE DESCRIBED AS FOLLOWS, TO WIT; THAT PART OF THE FOLLOWING DESCRIBED REAL ESTATE LYING EAST OF THE HIGHWAY 75/77 RIGHT-OF-WAY; PART S1/2N1/2, EXCEPT SE1/4NE1/4 COMMENCING AT A POINT 559’ NORTH & 33’ EAST OF WEST QUARTER CORNER OF SECTION 8, TOWNSHIP 28 NORTH, RANGE 9, EAST OF THE 6TH P.M. IN DAKOTA COUNTY , NEBRASKA; AND THE NW1/4NE1/4 EXCEPT RAILROAD RIGHT-OF-WAY , SECTION 8, TOWNSHIP 28 NORTH, RANGE 9 EAST OF THE 6TH p.m.IN DAKOTA COUNTY, NEBRASKA, CONTAINING 36.2 ACRES, MORE OR LESSEXCEPT PARTS PRVIOUSLY ANNEXED BY THE CITY OF DAKOTA CITY, NEBRASKA; AND THE E1/2SE1/4 OF SECTION 5, TOWNSHIP 28, NORTH RANGE 9 EAST OF THE 6TH P.M. DAKOTA COUNTY, NEBRASKA (CONTAINING 80 ACRES, MORE ORA LESS); AND THE NORTH 13.75 CHAINS OF THE NW1/4SE1/4 OF SECITON 5, TOWNSHIP 28NORTH, RANGE 9 EAST OF THE 6TH P.M., DAKOTA COUNTY, NEBRASKA (CONTAINING 27.5 ACRES, MORE OR LESS): AND PROVIDING A TIME WHEN THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BE IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT.
Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Cahill, the rules requiring three separate readings be suspended.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Cahill, seconded by Rasmussen, that Ordinance 871A be adopted.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Larson, Schovanec, Rasmussen, and Cahill.  Nays-None.  Motion passed. 

Russ Rasmussen advised the council that it is anticipated the legion charter will be dissolved and that the building may revert to the city.  The Mayor and Council offered to review how the City might help financially.
Moved by Schovance, seconded by Rasmussen, that a conditional use permit be granted for the residence at 606 S. 17th, currently owned by Terry and Mary Gamble and allowing for the rebuilding of  this residential property in this industrial area.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Rasmussen, Cahill, Larson, and 
Schovanec.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.\

Moved by Cahill, seconded by Larson, that Planning and Zoning review other possible areas on possible conditional use considerations and to make a recommendation to the Council regarding options.  Roll call vote.Ayes-Schovanec, Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

The Mayor then introduced an read Ordiance873, “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DAKTOA CITY, NEBRASKA, ESTABLISHING THE MINIMUM REGULATIONS GOVERNING THE CONDITIONS AND MAINTNENANCE OF ALL PROPERTY, BUILDINGS AND STRUCTIRES; PROVIDING THE STNDARS FOR SUPPLIED UTILITIES AND FACILITIES AND OTHER PHYSICAL THINGS AND CONSITIONS ESSENTIAL AND INSURE THAT STRUCTUIRES ARE SAFE, SANITARY, AND FIRT FOR OCCU0ANCY AND USE; PROVIDING FOR TRHE CONDEMNATION OF BUILDINGAS AND STRUCTURES UNFIT FOR HUMAN OCCUPANCY AND USE AND THE DEMOLITION OF SUCH STRUCTURES; ADOPTING THE 1996 BOCANATIONAL PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE BY RENERENCE; TO PROVIDE FOR ANINSPECTIN FEE OF 4300.00 EACH, TO BE ASSISSED AGAINST A PROPERTY OWNER FOR NONCOMPLIANCE WITH FIRST OR SECND NOTICES FO VIOLATIONS; REPEALING ALL ORDIANANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH AND PROVIDING A TIME WHEN THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BE IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT.
Moved by Larson, seconded by Schovanec, that the rules requiring three separate readings of the ordinance be suspended.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Larson, Schovance, Rasmussen, and Cahill.  Nays- None.  Motion passed

Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Rasmussen, that Ordiance 873 be adopted .  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Cahill, Larson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Cahill, seconded by Schovanec, that Resolution 2010-12 be adopted.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Rasmussen, Cahill, Larson, and Schovanec.  Nays-None.  Motion passed. 

Moved by Larson, seconded by Schovanec, that the bid for Triple D Construction, for removal of lime from the waste water treatment plant lagoon, be approved.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
