Moved by Larson, seconded by Rasmussen, that the Council go into executive session to discuss current litigation.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed

Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Rasmussen, that the Council come out of executive session.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Larson, Schovanec, Rasmussen, and Cahill.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
