City of Dakota City Special Council Meeting Minutes

The Dakota City City Council met in special session on Thursday, March 24, 2011.  Notice of the meeting had been posted at three separate locations and was given to the Mayor and Council.  The notice included items for the agenda for the special meeting.

Mayor Roberts called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M., with the following members present: Carson, Rasmussen and Schovanec.  Mr. Lane was connected by phone.  Following the pledge of allegiance, the mayor referenced the availability of the open meetings law for review. No persons made a public comment on items not on the agenda
City Engineer Greg Meyer discussed plant rehab steps completed and the time frames for remaining tasks.   A representative of Siemens Company discussed repair of the contact chamber equipment.  He will share options with the Council and will also review the possibility of a “portable plant” to address concerns regarding treatment while repair is made.
Following a discussion regarding the circumstances, Carson moved, seconded by Schovanec. that all customers receive a credit of the equivalent of one month cost of water as compensation for the expenses persons may have incurred at the result of the hardness or iron content of the water.  Roll call vote.  Ayes – Rasmussen, Schovanec, and Carson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Mayor Roberts announced that, as his schedule would allow, he intended to increase his availability, in general, by being available at his office on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday, from 10:00 to Noon
Moved by Schovane, seconded by Rasmussen, that the fire hall be available for use for a retirement event on April 2nd, in which alcoholic beverages may be served.  Roll call vote.  Ayes- Schovanec, Carson, and Rasmussen.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
At 8:05 P.M. Carson moved, seconded by Rasmussen, that the Council go into Executive Session to discuss personnel matters.  Roll call vote.  Ayes- Carson, Rasmussen, and Schovanec.  Nays-None. Motion passed

At 8:45 P.M., Carson moved, seconded by Schovanec, that the Council come out of executive session. 

Roll call vote.  Ayes - Rasmussen, Schovanec, and Carson. Nays – None.  Motion passed.
