Dakota City City Council Meeting Minutes
The Dakota City City Council met in special session on Thursday, March 19, 2009, at the Dakota City City Council Chambers.  Notice of the meeting was given in advance by posting of the notice at three separate locations in the City.  Notice of the meeting was also given to the Mayor and Council.
Mayor Roberts called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. with the following members present:  Cahill, Larson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Following the pledge of allegiance, the Mayor advised of the availability of the open meeting act.

Moved by Larson, seconded by Schovanec, that the audit of Dakota City for FY-08, as prepared by King, Reinsch, Prosser &  Co, be accepted.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Rasmussen,  Cahill, Larson, and Schovanec.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

The city administrator shared with the Mayor and Council the results of the survey of property owners in five different areas.   There was adamant opposition in most areas.  Not one block received sufficient support to pave.  Moved by Larson, seconded by Rasmussen, that an advisory committee be developed to recommend next steps at the May 7th, 2009, Council meeting.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson. Nays-None.  Motion passed.  
After discussion, the Council deferred any action on Resolution 2009-03, asking that the number of hours a car can be parked on an open street be increased.

The Council also deferred action on an ordinance to address parking during snow 
emergencies.  Mr. Boyd will develop some options for consideration by the Council at their  meeting on May 7th, 2009.
Moved by Larson, seconded by Rasmussen, that the Council go into executive session to receive legal advice regarding land acquisition and other proprietary matters. Roll call vote.  Ayes-Rasmussen, Cahill, Larson, and Schovanec.  Nays-None.  The Council went into executive session at 6:30 P.M.
At 6:50 P.M., Cahill moved, seconded by Schovanec, that the Council come out of executive session.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Larson, Schovanec, Rasmussen, and Cahill.  Nays- None.  Motion ;passed.

Moved by Cahill, seconded by Schovanec, that the City Administrator be authorized to enter into an agreement with Hanna Kellen Associates to conduct a blight study of property on the Northwest end of Dakota City at an estimated cost of $6,000.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
