Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Rasmussen, that the City purchase an emergency surplus generator for the water treatment plant at an estimated total cost of $13,600, which includes installation and wiring. Roll call vote.  Ayes-Rasmussen, Cahill, Larson, and Schovanec.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Larson, that Mindy Gillster be appointed to the Parks & Recreation Board.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays-None. Motion passed.
Moved by Larson, seconded by Rasmussen, that the City Administrator be authorized to use prisoners for public work.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Larson, Schovanec, Rasmussen, and Cahill. Nays-None.  Motion passed.
Moved by Cahill, seconded by Larson that the draft Urban Water Management Agreement be approved.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Cahill, Larson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
Move by Rasmussen, seconded by Larson, that the Council go into executive session at 6:25 P.M. to receive legal advice regarding pending litigation.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Larson, that the Council come out of executive session at 6:33 P.M.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Larson, Schovanec, Rasmussen, and Cahill.
Nays-None.  Motion Passed.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
