Dakota City City Council Special Meeting Minutes
The Dakota City City Council met in special session on Thursday, May 27th. 2010,  in the Dakota City Council Chambers.  Notice of the meeting was posted in advance at three locations in Dakota City.  Notice of the meeting was also given to the Mayor and Council.  

Mayor Roberts called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. with the following members present; Cahill, Larson, Rasmussen, and Schovanec.  Following the pledge of allegiance, at 5:32P.M., Mayor Roberts opened a public hearing to receive comments in support of or opposed to the application for a liquor license by William and Teresa Johnston, dba Pioneer Package.  No persons were present to comment.  The Mayor closed the public hearing at 5:34P.M.
Moved by Larson, seconded by Schovanec that the City recommend approval of the application for a liquor license by William and Teresa Johnston.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Mayor Roberts then read proposed Ordinance 872, “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DAKOTA CITY, DAKOTA COUNTY, NEBRASKA, RELATING TO FLUORIDATION; TO PROHIBIT THE ADDIONG OF FLUORIDE TO THE CITY’S WATER SYSTEM; TO REPEAL CONFLICTING ORDINANCES AND SECTIONS; AND TO PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE.”

Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Rasmussen, that the rules requiring three separate readings be suspended.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Larson, Schovanec, Rasmussen, and Cahill. Nays- None.  Motion passed.
Moved by Cahill, seconded by Rasmussen, that Ordinance 872 be adopted.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Cahill, Larson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Nays- None.  The Mayor declared the motion passed and  Ordinance 872 be adopted.
