Termination of Animal Control Contract, Mayor Robert’s informed the city council that he wanted to cancel Brian Hirsch’s contract with the city to save money.  The termination of Hirsch’s contact never came to a vote of the city council as it was tabled. 

Health Insurance Services Agent Seth Gallagher gave a brief update of the Health insurance for the city.

Moved by Carson, seconded by Rasmussen, that Resolution 2011-15 be adopted.  Said resolution provides for the refinancing of Municipal Building Lease Purchased Bonds, dated August 29, 2006,  vote.  Ayes-Rasmussen, Lane, Schovanec, and Carson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Lane, seconded by Rasmussen, that the usual requirements for three readings be suspended.  Roll call vote:  Ayes: Schovanec, Rasmussen, Carson and Lane.  Nays: None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Carson, that Ordinance 879 be adopted.  Roll call vote:  Ayes: Carson, Schovance, Rasmussen, and Lane.  Nays: None.  Motion passed and the Mayor declared Ordinance #879 to be adopted.

Moved by Lane, seconded by Schovanec, that Resolution 2011-16 be adopted.  Said resolution provides for the adoption of the Papio-Missouri River Natural Resources District Mulit-Hazard Mitigation Plan.   Ayes-Lane, Rasmussen, Schovanec, and Carson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Exececutive Session -  Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Lane, that the Council go into Executive Session at 6:15 p.m. to discuss a proprietary matter and personal issues, Roll Call Vote: Carson, Lane, Rasmussen, and Schovanec. Nays – None, Motion passed. 

Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Lane, that the Council come out of Executive Session at 7:00 p.m. , Roll Call Vote: Lane, Schovanec, Rasmussen and  Carson. Nays-None, Motion passed. 

Council Comments: Mayor Robert’s said he had received numerous complaints from residents that they could not see around the trees and bushes on Broadway Street from South 15th west to South 18th Street. Mayor Robert’s said he would be instructing the city employees to trim these trees and bushes so they did not block the view of drivers.
