City of Dakota City Meeting Minutes

The City of Dakota City met in regular session on Thursday, July 7, 2010.  Notice of the meeting had been posted at three separate locations and was given to the Mayor and Council.  The notices included the
availability of the agenda from the Office of the City Clerk.

In Mayor Roberts’s absence, Council President Carson called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. with the following members present: Lane and Rasmussen.  Following the pledge of allegiance, Council President Carson announced the availability of the open meetings law.  

In the public comment period, Mr. Groetken share his concerns that he had discolored water while adding to his pool.  Mr. Strong commended the community on the flood response, asked about the return of the barriers to manholes on Olive, and suggested a follow up approach to concerns expressed at previous Council meetings.  

Following the withdrawal of flight expenses, it was moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Lane, that the consent agenda for July 7, 2010, be approved.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Lane, Rasmussen, and Carson. Moved by Carson, seconded by Rasmussen, that the contract for law enforcement services between Dakota County and Dakota City be approved.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Rasmussen, Carson, and Lane.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

The Council discussed the budget process for FY 12.  Council persons will be involved in their area of assignment, a tour will be considered, and health insurance will be bid.

Moved by Carson, seconded by Lane that the fire department be granted a designated special liquor license for June 30; that Myrtle be closed from 15th to 16th from 10:00 AM .on July 30 to 5:30 P.M. on July 31; that Broadway be closed from Saratoga to Cimmarina from Noon to 1:00 P.M. on July 30; and that the noise ordinance be waived for the street dance on July 30, 2011.

Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Lane, that field staff be give one day paid leave for extraordinary efforts in the flood prevention work.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Carson, Lane, Rasmussen.  Nays-None.  Motion  passed.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
