Dakota City City Council Meeting Minutes
The Dakota city City Council met in special session on Thursday, September 10, 2009, in the Dakota City City council Chambers.  Notice of the meeting was posted at three separate locations.  Notice was also given to the Mayor and Council.

Mayor Roberts called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. with the following members present: Cahill, Larson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Following the pledge of allegiance, the mayor advised of the availability of the open meetings act. 

At 5:34 the Mayor opened the public hearing on the proposed budget for FY ’10, to receive comments in support of or opposed to the budget.  Because no other persons were present, the Mayor continued the public hearing.
Moved by Larson, seconded by Rasmussen, that Resolution 2009-8 be approved.  This resolution encourages participation in NCIP and advises of our intent to submit a nomination for an award for our Dakota City NCIP. Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, 

Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed and the resolution was adopted.

Mayor Roberts noted no other persons yet present and again asked if anyone, including Council, wished to make any comments in support of or opposed to the budget.  There being no comments, the hearing was closed at 5:37.  

Moved by Cahill, seconded by Rasmussen, that Resolution 2009-9 be adopted.  This resolution sets the property tax at $375,972.50 and certifies the resolution to be forwarded to the County Clerk.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Larson, Schovanec, Rasmussen, and Cahill.  Nays-None.  Motion passed and the resolution was adopted.
Moved by Larson, seconded by Cahill, that FEH be selected as the consulting firm for the preliminary and final design and for construction oversight of Phase Two of the Dakota City Depot Restoration.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Cahill, Larson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Schovanec, that the Mayor be authorized to sign a letter to NDED, approving amendments for the Rehabilitation Program Homeowners Guidelines..  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Rasmussen, Cahill, Larson, and Schovanec.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
