Mayor Roberts called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. with the following members present:  Cahill, Larson, Rasmussen, and Schovanec.  Following the pledge of allegiance, the mayor announced the availability of the open meeting law.  Moved by Larson, seconded by Rasmussen, that the consent agenda for November 3, 2010, be approved..  Said agenda included approval of the minutes of October 7, 2010, acknowledge reports of law enforcement and animal control, and approval of bills as posted.  Roll call vote;  Ayes-Rasmussen, Cahill, Larson, and Schovanec,  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Larson, seconded by Schovanec, that the city contract with Layne Western for cleaning of the sediment from the well lines to the water treatment plant at an estimated cost of $6,416 and with Ziesler Construction for $4,070 for necessary entrance/exit adjustments.  Roll call vote;  Ayes- Cahill, Larson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
At 6:25 P.M. the mayor opened the public hearings on the proposed rezoning of the following properties; Blocks  173, 174, 175, and 293.  Dan Anderson voiced his opposition to rezoning Block 175 and his opposition to rezoning of lots he owned on Block 293.  The mayor closed  the hearings at 6:34P.M.
Moved by Cahill, seconded by Schovane, that Black 173 be rezoned from Commercial to Residential 2. Roll call vote:  Ayes-Rasmussen, Cahill., Larson. and Schovanec.  Nays - None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Cahill, that Block 174, Lots 1 -1 12 be rezoned from Commercial to Residential 1, and that Shannons’ Tranquility (Lots 1,2, & 3) be granted a conditional use permit..  Roll call vote:  Ayes-Schovanec, Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays-None.

Moved by Larson, seconded  by Rasmussen, that Block 175 be rezoned from Commercial to  Residential 2 and that Don Anderson’s storage building on Lots 11 & 12 be granted a conditional use permit.  Roll call vote:  Ayes Larson, Schovanec, Rasmussen, and Cahill.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
Moved by Larson, Seconded by Schovanec, that Block 293 and Out lot  95 be rezoned from heavy industrial to Residential 1.  Roll call vote;  Ayes-Cahill, Larson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Cahill, seconded by Rasmussen, that Resolution 2010-23, authorizing payment of $19,838 to Gill Construction for paneling of Dakota Avenue be approved.  Roll call vote:  Ayes-Rasmussen, Cahill, Larson. and Schovanec.  Nays-None.  
Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Cahill, REsolutiln 2010-24 authorizing the final payment of $5,230.39 for the Olive Street Drainage project, be approved.  Roll call vote:  Ayes-Schovanec, Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed
