Move by Larson, seconded by Cahill, that the modification to the City Administrator’s employment agreement be approved.  Roll call vote.   Ayes- Cahill, Larson, Schovanec, and Rasmussen.  Nays-None. Motion passed.

It was consensus to defer any action on the audit proposal until negotiations for costs had been completed.

Moved by Cahill, seconded by Schovanec that the volunteer recognition be held in January, 2010, at a cost not to exceed $25.00 per person. Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Rasmussen, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Larson, that the City Engineer be authorized to request bids for the drainage plans on Olive Street, between 9th and 10th.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Larson, Schovanec, Rasmussen, and Cahill.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.
