Dakota City City Council Meeting Minutes
The Dakota City City Council met in regular session on September 4, 2008, in the Dakota City City Council Chambers.  Notice of the meeting was given in advanced by posting of the notice at three separate locations in Dakota City.  Notice of the Meeting was also given to the Mayor and Council.  

Mayor Cantrell called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. with the following members present:  Cahill, Carson, Larson, and Schovanec.  Following the pledge of allegiance, the Mayor advised of the available information regarding the Open Meeting Act. 

During the public comment period Roy Strong asked a number of questions about funding of asphalt paving of city streets and his frustration that paving is not occurring,  He suggested property taxes may need to be increased to fund those improvements.

Moved by Carson, seconded by Schovanec, that the consent agenda for September 4, 2008, be adopted.  Said agenda included minutes of August 7, 20, and 27; acknowledge reports from Law Enforcement, Code Enforcement, and Animal Control; and approval of the bills for payment as follows. The Council received the resignation of Ron Krause from the Planning and Zoning Board and noted their sincere thanks for his more than 30 years of service.  

Moved by Cahill, seconded by Larson, that  the City renew the Interlocal Agreement with South Sioux City, for the purchase of building inspection services.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Cahill, Carson, Larson, and Schovanec.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Move by Carson, seconded by Schovanec, that Gina Anderson be appointed to the Dakota City Parks and Recreation Board.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Carson, Larson, Schovanec, and Cahill.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Bill McLarty, Board of Commissioners, shared with the Mayor and Council an overview of the proposed County Budget for FY ’09.

Moved by Larson, seconded by Schovanec, that Resolution 2008-9 be adopted.  Said resolution allows the city volunteer webmaster to maintain a city owned computer in his/her home.  Ayes-Larson, Schovanec, and Cahill..  Nays-None.  Abstain-Carson. Resolution adopted.

Moved by Larson, seconded by Carson, that Resolution 2008-10 be adopted.  Said resolution provides for no parking on the east side if North 11th Street, between Locust  and Vine.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Cahill, Carson, and Larson.  Nays-None.  . Resolution adopted.

The mayor then introduced and  the read Ordinance #864, “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DAKOTA CITY, DAKOTA COUNTY, NEBRASKA, AMENDING THE COMPREHENSIVE ZONING ORDINANCE BY PROVIDING FOR A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT TO ALLOW FINANCING OR REFINANCING OF A NONCONFORMING PREMISES; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINACES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; AND PROVIDING A TIME WHEN THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BE IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT.

Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Larson, that the usual required three readings for consideration of Ordinance #864, be waived.  Roll call vote;  Ayes-Schovanec, Cahill, Carson, and Larson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Larson, seconded by Schovanec, that Ordinance #864 be adopted.  Roll call vote.   Ayes-Larson, Schovanec, Carson, and Cahill.  Nays-None.  Motion passed

Moved by Carson seconded by Larson, to go into executive session to discuss pending litigation and to receive legal advice from the city attorney.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Schovanec, Carson, Cahill, and Larson.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Schovanec, seconded by Carson, to come out of executive session.  Roll call vote.  Ayes-Carson, Cahill, Larson, and Schovanec.  Nays-None.  Motion passed.

The Council then discussed recent development opportunities for Dakota City.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
