Mayor Yacevich opened a public hearing at 5:03 p.m. The purpose of the hearing was to hear support, opposition, criticism, suggestions, or observations from taxpayers about the Community Development Block Grant Program Income. Members of the public did not provide comments. The public hearing was closed at 5:05 p.m.
Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Haase, to enter closed session at 5:06 p.m. to discuss imminent litigation and obtain legal advice per Neb. Rev. St. 84-1410 (1)(a). Roll call vote: Voting Aye: Backman, Carson, Rasmussen, Haase. Nay: None. Motion carried.
Moved by Rasmussen, seconded by Backman, to enter open session at 5:18 p.m. Roll call vote: Voting Aye: Backman, Carson, Rasmussen, Haase. Nay: None. Motion carried.
Moved by Carson, seconded by Rasmussen, to approve amended Resolution 2021-51: Approve Amended Special Exception to Zoning Regulations. The amended special exception pertaining to 1621 Vine Street includes: Ingress and egress to the Subject Property shall not impede traffic or convenience of properties within 300 feet of the Subject Property; Adequate off-street parking and loading areas shall be maintained; The Subject Property shall be kept clear of refuse and salvage material; Displayed vehicles shall be parked on a hard surface. Hard surface is defined as a dust free surface of gravel, porous pavers, concrete, asphalt, or similar material; No more than 16 vehicles shall be displayed for sale on the Subject Property; The Subject Property shall only be used for the display and sale of motor vehicles and for any such administrative uses necessary to effectuate such sales - no other commercial uses are permitted. Violation of the above conditions shall result in the termination of the special exception. If the Property ceases to be used for the sale of motor vehicles for six (6) consecutive months, this special exception shall automatically terminate; A fence constructed of white vinyl or similar material, 96 feet in length, 6 feet tall, shall be erected on the perimeter of the Subject Property adjacent to City-owned real estate such that the vehicle storage area is screened from view of the City-owned real estate. Fence location to be approved by City Administrator and Owner. Roll call vote: Voting Aye: Rasmussen, Backman, Carson. Nay: Haase. Motion carried.
Moved by Carson, seconded by Rasmussen, to update traffic signs at the east and west entrances of the City to include the following language “City Code 46-152 & Fines up to $500.00.” Roll call vote: Voting Aye: Rasmussen, Backman, Carson. Nay: Haase. Motion carried.
Discussed next steps for street repairs on Olive Street which include getting bids and sending a letter to Sioux City Engineering. More discussion is needed.

Moved by Carson, seconded by Rasmussen, to approve Resolution 2021-52: Build Back Better Regional Challenge Application. The City will apply for Phase I of Build Back Better Regional Challenge funding offered by the U.S. Department of Economic Development. Roll call vote: Voting Aye: Rasmussen, Backman, Carson, Haase. Moved by Backman, seconded by Haase, to approve Resolution 2021-53: Insurance Premium. Annual insurance premium of $87,042.00 was approved and authorized monthly payment at the convenience of the City of said bill not to exceed $7,258.51. Moved by Backman, seconded by Carson, to approve “Adopt-a-Street sign from Keep Northeast Nebraska Beautiful to be placed in front of Tyson Fresh Meats facility. Roll call vote: Voting Aye: Rasmussen, Backman, Carson. Nay: Haase. Motion carried.
No action on Ordinance 988: Annual Classification of Officers & Employees to suspend the rules and waive the three required readings.

Moved by Carson, seconded by Backman, to suspend action on Ordinance 988 to a future meeting. Roll call vote: Voting Aye: Rasmussen, Backman, Carson, Haase. Nay: None. Motion carried.
No action on Ordinance 991: Establish Employee Compensation for FY 2021-2022 to suspend the rules and waive the three required readings.
